A solid roof removes glare and extremes of heat and cold. If you’d like to 

maximise light, you can add Velux® windows, glass panels, or lanterns to 

brighten the space.

Will my new roof make the room darker?

Yes. We offer a wide choice of tiles, fascias, and finishes to ensure your roof 

complements your home perfectly.
